Matubo Miniduo (approx. 2 grams)

Matubo 8/0 (approx. 2 grams)

Matubo 6/0 or 6/0 3-CUT (approx. 9 grams)
15/0 Japanese seed beads (approx. 1 gram)

11/0 Japanese seed beads (approx. 2 grams)

Jump rings, a clasp.

Beading needle and thread (Nymo, Fireline)
